The Lutheran Office of Public Policy – California is a vehicle 
for public policy education and advocacy on matters of hunger and 

economic justice, the health and integrity of God’s creation, and human 
rights and human dignity. It serves the California expressions of the ELCA 
as they seek to express God’s love and care for our neighbors – especially the 
“least of these” – who experience poverty, deprivation, and discrimination. 

Priority areas for 2010 include 
the state budget for health and 
human services (state safety 
net in health, food assistance, 
child care and protection, etc.), 
including revenue options; 
budget and governance reform 
which moves state government 
away from the gridlock and 
partisanship which have harmed 
low-income people and led to 
broad distrust in government; 
and care for God’s creation 
(especially climate change).

 

The Lutheran Office of Public Policy – California works  
in the following ways:  

- Works with Members and Congregations to support their own ministry 
of policy education and advocacy, on issues of statewide importance that 
affect the well-being of people in their communities.

- Joins Hands With Others to influence public policy through close 
cooperation with the ELCA Washington Office, and selective collaboration 
with others such as Bread for the World, California Hunger Action 
Coalition, California Interfaith Power & Light, California Church 
IMPACT; California Catholic Conference, JERICHO: Voice for Justice, 
Interfaith Coalition for Immigrant Rights, Friends Committee on 
Legislation, and the Unitarian Universalist Legislative Ministry.
